ON LINE ENTRIES
On line entries will be accepted if you are able to complete the forms and email them to the test secretary. The premium and entry 
forms are available on the NAHRA web site or the Skunk River web site (www.skunkdogs.org). Entry fees must be paid prior to 
any dog running in a stake. The test secretary will be available prior to the start of all stakes for fee payment. Payment for both 
days (all events) must be paid on June 27.

The draw determining the running order will be held at 2723 Chalk Ridge Road, Fort Madison, Iowa at 6:00 PM, June 22, 2009, in 
accordance with NAHRA regulations: LATE ENTRIES WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED. An entry form must be completed for 
each dog entered in each stake. This is a double event with separate entry forms for each dog and each event. Photocopies of the 
entry form are acceptable. The forms can be completed and printed from the club web site. Please include your email address on 
the entry form.

GENERAL INFORMATION 
 

1. Entries must be made in advance and sent with all entry fees. One dog per form and event. Make check 
payable to SKUNK RIVER HUNTING RETRIEVER ASSOCIATION (SRHRA). 

2. Please print clearly or type and complete all sections of the entry form. 
3. Refunds are available for scratches made prior to the closing date, bitches in season, and injured dogs. 

Requests for refunds must be accompanied by a written Vet statement stating the reason for withdrawals.  
4. The Field Test will be conducted in accordance with NAHRA regulations. 
5. Bitches in season are not allowed on the test grounds. 
6. The consumption of alcoholic beverages is NOT allowed on the test grounds during the field test. 
7. Dark or camouflage clothing is required for all handlers, spectators, and bird throwers. 
8. Training aids (bumpers) may be used ONLY in designated areas. 
9. Drive only on designated roads or areas on test grounds and pick up trash. 
10. Handlers will provide their own duck/goose calls and hip boots/waders. 
11. Spectators and other handlers are asked to keep noise and distractions to a minimum when a handler and 

dog are running a test.

Big Springs is on the North side of the road just past mile marker 8. 
  
From the North:  Take Hwy 146 South out of Grinnell to Searsboro. At Searsboro, Hwy 146 runs east and west, go 
east 1.3 miles, and Big Springs will be on the North (left) side of the road.
